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Title: Research on Comparative Politics in the 2013 American and European Renowned Journals

Abstract: By classifying the papers published in nine European and American renowned journals in Year 2013, we found that
except Journal of Comparative Politics, different academic journals have various degrees of concern on comparative politics. For
instance, the American Political Science Association, while highlighting its comprehensiveness in its studies, has been putting
more focus on comparative politics studies. On the other hand, for journal likes Review of Politics, it attaches more importance
on theoretical research rather than non-empirical analysis, and has less concern in comparative politics. The interests on regional
studies vary in different academic journals. Generally speaking, the Latin American and African researches occupy a greater
propartion in the published articles, with issues focusing on electoral politics and citizens’ participations in transitional countries.
Study on the politics in different European Welfare States is also an academic hotspot in year 2013. However, there are only few
researches for Asia, especially for the East Asia, in the aforementioned publications.
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
